A number of issues were reported and would be relayed to the Police by the Clerk:

-   Parking at Copeland Row – turning point blocked by a caravan and pick up causing problems for other vehicles

-   Parking opposite Victoria Street – Vehicles parking on the bend or on the pavement reducing visibility and concerns that this will cause an accident
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-   It was reported the Ramshaw play area was subject to under age drinking – broken bottles left in the area

-   Someone with an air rifle has been firing it irresponsibly and one resident has been hit

-   Motor bikes with youth’s have returned

-   Parking on Ramshaw Lane is causing concerns

One resident present brought the issue of cutting grass verges in areas in the parish to the council’s attention
8.      LOCAL MAINTENANCE:
8.1   Cllr Nicholson felt the grass contractor had not been cutting close enough to the alongside Kayshall Farm.  The weed growth had extended too far on to the village green. RESOLVED: The Clerk will request the contractor cuts and strims back the area.

11.     PLANNING:
11.1   DM/14/03755/FPA – D Proudfoot, Land to the South East of Sandbed Bridge, Ramshaw Lane – Erection of hay building, implement building and hatchery office building for rearing of hens and production of eggs.  
The planning proposal was noted but reservations were made about the access given the report of parking and speeding problems along Ramshaw Lane

11.2   Enforcement of unlawful dwelling at Newmoors Yard, Evenwood Gate.  The action taken was noted.

11.3   DM/15/01938/FPA – Will Price – Meadow Farm Caravan Park, Ramshaw Lane – Change of use of land to form camping and caravan site, erection of amenity building and formation of hardstanding.
The Chair informed members the application was in Etherley Parish but the access to the caravan park fell within Evenwood.  It was reported the caravan park was already in place and why was this not a retrospective application.
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The concerns raised were the access on to Ramshaw Lane, the additional traffic towing touring caravans travelling along a narrow stretch of road that has issues of poor parking, visibility and speeding traffic. RESOLVED: The Clerk will comment on behalf of the council
